The effects
of the contaminants may result from short or long term exposure.

3.18 LOW DEGREE OF HAZARD
Means that if backflow were to occur, the resulting effects on the water supply

would be a change in the aesthetic qualities. The foreign substance must be non
toxic to humans.

3.19 PERSON

Any individual, partnership, company, public or private corporation, political
subdivision or agency of the state, department, agency or instrumentality of the
United States or any other legal entity

3.20 POTABLE WATER
Water from a source which has been approved by the commission for human
consumption

3.21 PUBLIC WATER SYSTEM

A Public Water System providing water to the public for human consumption that
has at least fifteen service connections or regularly serves an average of at least
twenty five individuals daily at least sixty days out of the year. A public water
system shall not include the portion of the service pipe owned and maintained by
a customer of the public water system.

3 22 REDUCED PRESSURE BACKFLOW DEVICE (“RPZ” or RPBD)
”RPZ” or RPBD is device incorporating two or more valves and an automatically

operating differential relief valve, located between the two checks, two shut off
valves, and equipped with necessary appurtenances for testing. The device shall
operate to maintain the pressure in the zone between the two check valves at
p
0

ressure less than that on the public water supply side of the device. At cessation
f normal flow, the pressure between the check valves shall be less than the
supply pressure. In case of leakage of either check valve, the differential relief
valve shall operate to maintain this reduced pressure by discharging to the
atmosphere.

3.23 SUPPLIER
Any person who controls, owns or generally manages a public supply system.

3.24 VACUUM BREAKER
Atmospheric means a device used to prevent back siphonage and not to be used
under static line pressure.

4. RESPONSIBILITIES

4.1 COMMISSION

. Establishment and administration of rules covering CROSS CONNECTION.

Review of inspection reports.

Review and approval of the CROSS CONNECTION CONTROL PROGRAM of
each system.

. Certification of Backflow Prevention Device testers.

Maintenance of a list of approved backflow prevention devices of various types.

4.2 SUPPLIERS
A. Shall be responsible for the safety of the public system under their

B.

jurisdiction

The supplier shall not permit any CROSS CONNECTION at any point
within its system unless approved pursuant to a permit specifically issued
by the supplier for the CROSS CONNECTION.

. Any backflow prevention device, required by the rules or policies of the

commission.

. It shall be the responsibility of the supplier to ensure that for proper

functioning upon completion of installation, and to see that the devices are
inspected and tested at least semiannually in high hazard situations and
annually in low hazard situations (or more frequently as required by the
supplier or the commission) to determine that the devices meet applicable
performance standards.

. Tt shall the duty of the supplier to ensure that a certified backflow

prevention tester perform all inspection duties.

Records of inspection, tests, repairs and overhauling shall be evaluated by
the supplier and made a part of the supplier’s permanent records for a
period of at least five years.

. The supplier shall establish a time for completion of necessary corrections

or removal of actual or potential CROSS CONNECTION, taking into
consideration the degree of hazard involved, and the time required to
obtain and install the needed equipment. The supplier shall use every
means at his/her disposal to obtain voluntary cooperation, however, if
proper protection has not been provided after a reasonable period of time
(following legal notification), the supplier shall physically separate the
public water supply from the on site piping system in such a manner that
the two systems cannot again be connected by an unauthorized person.
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[image: image26.png]H. The supplier shall deny water services to any premise where CROSS

CONNECTION exists until corrective action is taken. If necessary, water
service shall be discontinued for failure to test or maintain backflow
prevention devices in a manner acceptable to the supplier. If it is found
that the backflow prevention device has been removed or by passed or
otherwise rendered ineffective, water service shall be discontinue unless
corrections are made immediately.

4.3 SUPPLIER AND SERVICE CUSTOMER
Insure that all CROSS CONNECTIONS are tested and inspected on a regular
basis, as specified by these rules and by the commission.

4.4 OWNER OF ANY PERMIT

A.

Eliminate and disconnect any CROSS CONNECTIONS that are
maintained between their private system and the supplier’s water system,
unless deemed necessary by the water supplier and protected by a
backflow preventer approved by the commission for the degree of hazard
associated with the CROSS CONNECTION.

Insure the proper installation, operation and maintenance of an approved
backflow preventer.

. Comply with all provisions of any permit and the supplier’s CROSS

CONNECTION program.

. The holder of any CROSS CONNECTION permit shall apply for the

permit to be renewed every 5 years or:
1) Whenever a change has occurred in the existing degree of
hazard classification; or
2) A change has been made in the type of backflow prevention
device installed. Insure the protection of the in plant water supply
system by the installation of other approved backflow preventer
where necessary.

. Have suitable arrangements made so that inspections can be made during

regular business hours.
Maintain a spare parts kit and any special tools required for removal of
and reassembly of the device.

4.5 CERTIFIED BACKFLOW PREVENTION DEVICE TESTER

A.

To make competent inspections and to make reports of the repair and
overhauling of backflow preventers on forms approved by the supplier
having jurisdiction. He/she shall list the materials and/or replacement of
parts used.
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[image: image27.png]. Be competent to use all of the equipment necessary to properly test and

inspect the repairs to backflow preventers.

. Insure that parts equal in quality to those supplied by the manufacturer of

the device under repair are used in the repair of and/or replacement of
parts in a backflow preventer.

. Perform the work and be responsible for the competency and the accuracy

of all test and reports.

For failing to ensure that a certified inspector performs all inspection of
CROSS CONNECTION control devices required by Env-ws 364.04
(c)(4), a $250.00 per inspection done by an uncertified inspector.

5. REQUIRED FORMS

All suppliers serving a population of less than 1,000 people buy which has an account
which subjects the public water system to a CROSS CONNECTION hazard shall submit
to the commission.

. An annual summary inspection form submitted by the supplier no later

than February 1% of the year following the inspection year. This

information shall contain the following information pertinent to each

backflow preventer inspected.

1) The date of each inspection performed during the year reporting for.

2) The result of each inspection.

3) If the inspection result is unsatisfactory, the inspection report shall also
include the date at which the backflow preventer was found to be in
compliance.

The devices shall be inspected and tested at least semi annually in high

hazard situations (or more frequently as required by the supplier or

commission). The device shall be inspected semi annually in any one

inspect and test backflow prevention devices as required,
1) A certified inspector, choice of the Winchester Water Department,
will be scheduled to test for the owner and/or
2) A $500 per 6 calendar month period which an inspection and test
is not conducted.

J. An annual up to date listing, including only those backflow preventers
added or deleted during hat year, shall be submitted to the commission at
the time as the annual inspection.

6. PERMITS

The supplier shall not permit CROSS CONNECTION within the public water
supply system unless deemed necessary.

All permits shall be issued and renewed by the supplier for a term not to exceed 5
years and are subject to revocation by the supplier.

It shall be the supplier’s responsibility to review the degree of hazard of the
CROSS CONNECTION and assign the proper backflow prevention device to a
specific CROSS CONNECTION and designate this backflow prevention device
on the specific CROSS CONNECTION permit application.

. The owner shall apply for a CROSS CONNETION permit on the appropriate

forms provided by the supplier.

. Permits shall be non transferable.

7. EXEMPTIONS

A,

Any existing backflow preventer shall be allowed to continue in service unless:

1) The supplier considers the condition of any portion of the device to be such
that replacement should be made or

2) 2. The degree of hazard is changed so as to supersede the effectiveness of the
present backflow preventer.

Water systems with the approval of the commission, may grant one or more

exemptions for the existing devices from this regulation the customer if:

1) The exemption shall not result in an unreasonable risk to the public health
and/or

2) The public water system or owner is unable to comply with the regulations
due to compelling factors, not including economic factors.

. An exemption shall not alter the degree of hazard classification of the CROSS

CONNECTION. Each exemption may also be conditioned on monitoring, testing,
analyzing or other requirements to insure compliance schedule.
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[image: image29.png]8. APPROVED BACKFLOW PREVENTION DEVICES

A. Only backflow devices approved by the commission shall be used.

B. A list of approved backflow prevention devices shall be maintained and available
through the commission. All approved devices shall allow for accurate testing so
as to verify their performances.

C. Only the following types of backflow preventer devices may be used for the
containment of on premise hazard for low and high hazard situations respectively.

LOW HAZARD

1) Air Gap

2) Pressure Vacuum Breakers

3) Double Check Valve Assembly

4) Reduced Pressure Backflow Device
5) Or A Combination of the Above

HIGH HAZARD

1) Air Gap

2) Reduced Pressure Backflow Device
3) Or A Combination of the Above

D. A backflow prevention device shall not be installed in locations where the device
is subject to corrosive fumes, grit, sticky or abrasive liquids. The device shall be
protected against flooding or mechanical abuse. All devices shall be installed so
they are easily accessible for testing and repair. They shall not be built into or
close to walls or other obstructions.

Subject to review and change by the Winchester Board of Selectmen, in accordance with
the rules and regulations as stated in the New Hampshire Code of Administration Rules

Part, Env-Ws 364, BACKFLOW PREVENTION, and approved by the New Hampshire
Department of Environmental Services.
